IN YOUR GARDEN 
 End of August: lawns parched and brown, annu-
als disappeared, perennials looking dead or on deathôs 
door, even some shrubs wilting. Then came the Septem-
ber rain: a reawakening. Within days, the grass was 
growing fast and furiously (and the weeds). Many plants 
that had been written off started to produce new shoots 
and flowers. Spring blossoming shrubs burst into flower. 
And, of course, birds, having struggled with the dry con-
ditions, found an abundant food source in the newly 
hatched insects. 
 Now, as the temperatures fall and the daylight 
hours diminish, plants must undergo their withdrawal 
and prepare for winter. Chlorophyll is broken down giv-
ing deciduous leaves their autumn colours, and sugars 
are drawn down into the rootstocks of herbaceous sub-
jects. 
 Us humans prepare for the cold and darkness in 
our own ways. Whilst we can leaf through the colourful 
seed and plant catalogues with a cup of tea in a warm 
kitchen, we can also cheer ourselves up by nipping 
down to the garden centre and buying some winter flow-
ering plants to pot up into window boxes and planters; 
the choice is wide. Although itôs probably not available 
until spring, mention must be made of the nemesia Wis-
ley vanilla 
(pictured). 
This has 
been more 
or less 
continu-
ously 
flowering 
in a win-
dow box 
for eight-
een 
months. 
The scent 
is delightful.  
 Check through stored fruit and taters for rots, and 
guard against rodents. Drape netting over brassicas if 
pigeons threaten. Thereôs just time to plant garlic, which 
will plump up far better than a spring planting. Dig those 
deliciously flavoured carrots and parsnips. Harvest the 
early purple sprouting and sprouts. Plant bare root fruit 
trees and bushes, much preferable to pot grown. Enjoy 
the winter skies.              May the fieldfares be with you.
