FARM FOCUS 
 Here at Pwllperran we farm beef cattle and sheep, 
I farm in partnership with my Father Andrew who is the 
third generation to farm here since my Great Grandfather 
and Grandfather purchased the farm in 1949. My father 
still carries out most of the work here even though he is 
now in his 70s, but I help out as much as I can and at 
busy times throughout the year, which I fit around my 
own business repairing vehicles and agricultural machin-
ery as well as hedge cutting, which seems to get more 
every year. My season starts in September, when I head 
for Garway, just over the Welsh border in South Here-
fordshire, where I have been cutting hedges for 12 years 
now. It started off as a few days work for friends of mine 
and my wife Charlotte and has now grown into quite a 
large round with customers in the double figures. Once I 
have finished there, I head home usually in late Septem-
ber / early 
October 
and make 
a start on 
keeping 
my local 
customers 
happy. 
Sadly, this 
year, like 
last, the 
weather is 
once again 
proving 
rather challenging with it becoming very wet far too ear-
ly in the season. Let�¶s hope it turns dry again, as it will 
be a long winter otherwise 
 We keep a herd of British Blue cross cows, these 
are bought in as calves and reared on the bucket as we 
find we end up with nice quiet cows,. We buy a few each 
year to keep replacements coming into the herd. We use 
a Charolais bull for breeding, producing shapely cattle 
which we sell as stores at around 12-16 months of age. 
We have recently purchased a new bull from Roger Bay-
liss Pentremiley Brilley which has been put to work and 
it will be interesting to see the results next spring. 
 Our sheep are a mixture of Texel Cross and 
Welsh mules with lambs being finished for the fat mar-
ket and with the majority going to Waitrose. We did al-
ways run a closed flock, keeping our own replacements, 
but I wanted to keep a different type of ewe to raise the 
lambing percentage as much as possible, so we have 
been buying ewe lambs the last couple of years locally 
from Sam and Lois at The Garth Farm Llandeilo Graban 
with some pleasing results.  

 This year, due to lockdown, lambing was very much a 
family affair, with my two boys George 8 and Harry 5 both 
at home to help along with Charlotte who is a great help 
when it comes to feeding, watering and littering pens. We 
lamb indoors, so it is quite labour intensive, and every bit of 
help makes the job easier. On a normal year our very good 
neighbours David and Helen Barnett from Llandewi Lodge 
help out with the pen feeding, but due to the restrictions we 
felt it best that we kept apart this year ! 
 The summer seems to have gone really quickly for 
me, I did think it was going to be a long drag, but I seem to 
have been busier than ever and it has flown by. We carry out 
all our own harvesting, running our own forage harvester to 
make pit silage for ourselves and for Tim Lloyd and Ruth 
Williams at Penwern and are very grateful to Tim, who after 
making his silage 
comes back and 
helps us with ours. 
This ran very 
smoothly again this 
year, with the for-
ager having com-
pleted its 30th sea-
son. We then made 
some hay in July 
when the weather 
allowed.  
 We grow our 
own corn for feed, usually winter oats and spring barley and 
also swedes, which are used to finish the lambs. This year 
due to last years wet autumn when we were unable to plant 
any winter oats we had more spring barley than usual to har-
vest. This was ready to harvest in September and yielded 
well and also produced a healthy crop of very valuable straw.  
 As I conclude this we have just managed before the 
weather broke to plant a field of winter oats, so hopefully 
next year we will have some to harvest once again. Thanks 
for taking the time to read this and I hope that you all keep 
safe and well during these difficult times
