When she leaves 
school in a few months time she is taking the opportunity of playing full time profes-
sional cricket for the Glamorgan Womenôs team and will play in Australia for the win-
ter months. Over the weekend she was part of the successful team which beat Glouces-
tershire in the T20 County Cup series. She, like all her siblings, is a member of  
Abergavenny Cricket Club and she has already enjoyed trips to India and South Afri-
ca, a wonderful experience to play in other parts of the world. 
 All the children are currently at school in Christ College, and have inherited the 
cricket bug. Tess (16) is doing her GCSEs and is part of Glamorgan Cricket Academy. 
Beth (13) plays cricket for Wales in her age group, as does Ted who is 11. They are a 
sporting family, all enjoying hockey, while Eve also plays rugby. Transporting them to 
their various sporting venues must be a logistical nightmare!

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GARDENING CLUB NEWS 

 At our AGM in March we re-elected the Chair, 
Treasurer, Secretary and Assistant Secretary. Gaynor Price 
regretfully gave up her role as Raffle Organiser and while 
no one person was able to commit to taking this on, three 
members offered to help out as necessary. We thanked Gay-
nor for all her work for the last few years, and thanked the 
three new helpers ï Lucy Ashton, Jane Feldwick and Gina 
Goodge. 
 The AGM was followed by a talk from the Chief 
Executive of Hay & District Dial-A-Ride, Lesley Moore. It 
was lovely to have a speaker with such close connections to 
our members. Lesleyôs mother and godmother are Club 
members; several of our members already use Dial-A-Ride, 
some are volunteers and some already donate to DAR as 
they appreciate the value it brings. 
 Lesley gave us a detailed insight into the work of our 
local Dial-A-Ride. Established in December 1994, they help 
overcome transport problems for their members, young or 
old, with disabilities of all kinds and also those who simply 
do not have access to a car or to public transport, as long as 
they are living within a nine-mile radius of Hay-on-Wye. 
 Their aim is to help their clients maintain an inde-
pendent lifestyle, reducing loneliness and social/rural isola-
tion and enabling residents to feel part of a thriving commu-
nity. They feel they are more than just a transport service; 
access to health and community services is a vital part of 
physical and mental health and wellbeing. So whether 
someone needs a lift to do some shopping, go to the bank, 
attend a hospital appointment, or wants to join an organised 
social trip to a local attraction, Dial-A-Ride is there. Mem-
bership costs Ã10 a year, and then you pay for each trip you 
book, starting at Ã2 within Hay. 
 In the last financial year they arranged 4,300 jour-
neys, racking up 20,000 miles. They are thrilled with their 
new bus, the Hay Happy Hopper, which seats 12, and have 
plans to buy another in due course. 
 Lesley judged the room competition ï ñA list of 
three ideas of local places for DAR to visitò. She loved our 
ideas and took photos of all the entries to take back to her 
office. Her top three were: 1st - Rosemary Lally, Talgarth 
Mill; 2nd ï Sylvia Illingsworth ï Westonbury Mill and 3rd 
Ruth Griffiths ï Rhosgoch Golf Club. 
 Lesleyôs talk inspired several members to call into 
the Dial-A-Ride office for membership packs. For more

IN YOUR GARDEN 
 It doesnôt matter how many seasons weôve expe-
rienced (rather more than some of us would care to ad-
mit!), spring always seems to take us by surprise. The 
dazzling freshness of young foliage, the sparkle of tree 
blossom against the sky, the clamour of birdsong. Weôve 
seen it all before, but never cease to be amazed by it. Itôs 
just a matter of finding spare moments to be amongst it, 
to be part of it all. Load up your phone with the Cornell 
Merlin bird app and see the species with whom youôre 
sharing your garden.  
 Weôll soon be coming into rose season. Everyone 
has their own favourites, and virtually all of us has expe-
rience of growing them. Nurseries and garden centres 
will often have them in flower, when that all important 
fragrance test can be operated. Most modern varieties 
can be accommodated in smaller gardens, but some of 
the older shrub roses need a little more space. These can 
be extraordinarily beautiful, with a delicacy accentuated 

by their fleeting 
nature, many having 
only one flush of 
flowers. óCelsianaô 
is a Damask rose 
with a really heady 
perfume, and 
óQueen of Den-
markô (pictured), an 
Alba variety has 
intriguingly quar-
tered petals, again 
strongly scented. 
Both have the dis-
tinct advantage of 

being highly resistant to blackspot and mildew, unlike so 
many modern varieties.  
 Thereôs still time to plant taters, sow leeks, beet-
root, parsnips, carrots. Make small successive sowings 
of salad leaves ï quite delicious compared with super-
market stuff. Wait until the end of May for winter bras-
sicas. Plant up the greenhouse with tomatoes, peppers, 
aubergines, cucumbers, and plant courgette, squash, 
runner and French beans, outside when youôre confident 
that frost danger is past.  
 Donôt forget to leave a nettle patch for the in-
sects, so we can sayé  
 ñmay the tortoiseshell butterflies be with youò (a 
massive decline in numbers over the past few years).
