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FORMER JOCKEY JACOB PRITCHARD WEBB completed a 140 mile charity 
hand-bike challenge ride from Cheltenham Racecourse to Newmarket in three days 
from July 7th to 9th 2022. 
 Jake, grandson for Derek & Ruth Pritchard from Rhosgoch was introduced to 
horses through his grandparentsô trotters which he helped to train and race. When he 
left school he became a jump jockey, first of all in this country and later he re-
located to France. A heavy fall at Auteuil racecourse in June 2020 left him para-
lysed. However he has now established a new career with Sky Sports racing and in 
the Bloodstock industry where his knowledge of racing on both sides of the channel 
is an enormous benefit.  
 In July after three months planning and preparing, he embarked on the tortu-
ous hand bike charity ride of 140 miles, 45 miles the first day, 55 on the second with 
the final 40 miles finishing at the July festival in Newmarket on Darley July Cup 
Day. Jake later said it was the hardest thing he had ever done in his life, but he had 
so much support from his family as well as from others from the racing fraternity 
including 20 times jump jockey AP McCoy and former jockey and sports presenter 
Luke Harvey.   
 Jake has already raised over Ã20,000 for the two causes: The Injured Jockeys 
Fund and the Matt Hampson Foundation, both charities which have helped him in 
his rehabilitation. As he said in an interview ñthe whole point was to raise awareness 
of what is possible after a spinal cord injury. You can push yourself to do some in-
credible stuff.ò

Alt-
hough the early part of the present house only dates to Tu-
dor times there was still plenty of historical and other inter-
est to make our evening very enjoyable. It was a moated 

house and has been undoubtedly one of the important resi-
dences of the area for many centuries. 
   In August we were given a walk and talk of the vil-
lage of Huntington by local historian Allan Lloyd. Another 
memorable evening as we stood on Huntington castle and 
discussed its history and importance. It was far more im-

portant than Kington. We were shown the remains of an 
artificial lake close by and then we moved on to Lower 
House its ancient beams suggesting another early site prob-
ably of the manor house. We moved on to Huntington 
Court and then to the church all the while Allan Lloyd en-
tertaining us with stories from the ancient past as well as 
modern day local happenings. It was approaching dark 
when we returned to the village hall to enjoy the refresh-
ments laid on by the local ladies.

IN YOUR GARDEN 
  It's been a difficult 
growing season. Alright, we gar-
deners will rarely admit to having a 
really good season (we're nearly as 
bad as farmers), but cold spells in-
terspersed with bursts of intense 
heat, and very little rain, has meant 
for very trying conditions for many 
plants. At the time of writing, lawns are looking sad, but will 
recover quickly. Apples and pears are colouring up well, but 
are perhaps a little on the small side. Most herbaceous plants 
are coping, with some dying back rather earlier than normal. 
Birdsong is mostly confined to buzzards, kites, robins, and the 
ubiquitous wood pigeons and collared doves. Butterflies are 
still few and far between, although most species are around in 
small quantities. Gardens are a haven at this time of the year 
for bees. There's very little food for them in the hedgerows 
now, and cultivated flowers can be life savers for them. If 
you're lucky enough to have some flowering ivy, do leave it. 
It has a wonderful scent, provides late pollen and nectar, and 
thrushes feast on the berries in late winter. Deciduous spindle 
bushes come into their own now. The native Euonymus euro-
paeus develops vivid autumn colours in September, and is 
followed by striking pink and orange seed capsules. Euony-
mus alatus likewise has vivid autumn tones, but doesn't have 
the eye catching seeds. A variety 'compactus' is a well be-
haved shrub for smaller gardens. All are immensely trouble 
free. Pick pears when they part easily from the tree and keep 
until they're ready to eat. It's always difficult to know when to 
pick apples if you don't know the variety. As a rule, it's best 
later rather than earlier as this lets the flavours develop. What 
a contrast home grown apples are to those bought in the su-
permarket, which often verge on the inedible! Cut off the tops 
of maincrop tatws a few days before digging to help the skins 
firm up. Watch out for caterpillars on the brassicas. Keep 
picking the beans (French beans seem to have done particular-
ly well this year). Enjoy the tomatoes (see the comment on 
supermarket apples regarding flavour). May the rain be with 
you (not too much!).

 My Gentleman Friend and I popped into town on a build-
ing mission and I thought we would drop into Hay Castle caf® for 
lunch as we had not seen the finished results. Unfortunately, in 
our dusty working clothes, we were not dressed well enough for 
the dapper little waiter to notice us, and not being on tourist time 
we ended up leaving. Instead we returned to my all-time favour-
ite Hay lunch spot, the Salad Project. If I can get the chance to go 
here for lunch I am never disappointed. Another plus is that there 
is only one choice and so I cannot get food envy with my Gentle-
man Friend who continues to always choose better than me. 
(Foyles recently was a case in point: my barbeque brisket paled 
against his sea bass).  
 The salads vary from day to day but usually involve fala-
fel, and there are curry and Mexican days too. We had a take-
away box filled with wild rice, salads, melted crispy haloumi and 
falafel. Yoghurt and herb dressing, chilli and hummus finished it 
off, along with a few deliciously piquant pickles and a warm pitta 
bread. It is a delight! Each part of the box is made with an obvi-
ous love for food, and when you see Tom putting the little bits 
together you cannot doubt the care and attention that goes into 
each morsel. There are so many different flavours that each 
mouthful is unique, and I could eat as healthily as this every day 
(if someone would only make it for me). 
 Upstairs is a new area which I would love to return to 
when we have more time. It is beautifully cool and the d®cor 
lovely and simple on a hot bustling day. You can order single 
estate teas and cake, and sometimes they also serve gyoza which 
are incredibly moreish Japanese dumplings. Single estate teas 
(rather than blends of teas from diverse places) are a great way to 
taste different teas from varying regions as teas grown in differ-
ent parts of the world have contrasting textures, tastes and smells. 
I could easily while away an afternoon above the hum drum of 
everyday life below in this charming little room. I love every-
thing about this place: the fresh tasty ingredients, value for mo-
ney, unpretentious friendly service, pared back d®cor: a gem of a 
place.

I have recently stumbled into apparently buying the óDesert 
Island Discs salad bookô, which was a happy chance as I was 
just trying to recreate some of the amazing flavours from the 
Salad Project (unfortunately I cannot find an excuse to go into 
Hay every day). óHappy Saladsô is a cracking little book for 
summer inspiration to challenge the idea of salad being just 
some leaves, and have you reaching for those vegetables. This 
salad is great to go with a barbeque, and not a leaf in sight! 
Ingredients 
100g new potatoes 
150g French beans cooked 
2 boiled eggs 
6 cherry tomatoes 
ı cucumber peeled, chopped and deseeded 
1 shallot 
50g tinned tuna, flaked 
10 black olives 
2 radishes 
Salt, pepper and basil leaves to serve 
Dressing 
Juice of 2 tomatoes 
3 tablespoons olive oil 
1 tablespoon red wine vinegar 
1 teaspoon capers 
2 anchovies 
ı clove garlic 
4 fresh basil leaves 
Method 
Make the dressing by blitzing all the ingredients together in a 
food processor. Season well. In my experience, even if you 
donôt have everything in the list, just give it a go and it will 
probably be fine! 
Toss the potatoes and French beans with half the dressing in a 
large bowl. Season, the gently fold through the rest of the in-
gredients and arrange on a serving plate. Drizzle with the rest 
of the dressing and sprinkle with the roughly chopped basil 
leaves.

 NEWS FROM WELSH ASSEMBLY 
 The summer has been recess time in the Welsh Parlia-
ment, but that certainly doesnôt mean things have stopped for 
me or my hardworking office! We are always ready to deal 
with any casework you have, so donôt hesitate to get in touch 
ï my email address is at the bottom of this article. 
 Over the summer months, Iôve been going around the 
constituency attending events and meeting residents ï which 
is definitely the best part of my job. 
 One example was the Royal Welsh Show - it feels like 
a long time since the last Royal Welsh before the pandemic, 
and people have been desperate to get back to doing these big 
events which bring people together from all over Wales and 
beyond. The event certainly lived up to expectations, showing 
off the best that rural Wales and our farming communities 
have to offer.   
 When I travel around the constituency, people raise all 
kinds of issues with me.

who are interested in the social history of the Painscastle and 
Hay-on-Wye area. 
  Bridget said: ñI havenôt seen any of my classmates 
since 1950.  My father was a beekeeper and we lived in a 
cottage called Top óo Lane, above Middle Pentre farm.  I 
was sent off to school by myself, walking down to Middle 
Pentre where I joined Joyce Goodall who was a little older 
than me.  We went the last mile unaccompanied.  On the 
way, I passed unknowable terrors, wild horses, gobble-
gobble turkeys and even a witchôs house.  After some 
months, I was sent to walk to The Wern farm.  There I 
joined Eileen Breese whose father drove us to school in his 
little black car.ò 
  In those days, children became independent at a very 
young age.  In her report card of spring 1949, the headmas-
ter Mr Gwillim wrote: ñBridget is a very plucky girl to trav-
el the distance she does at the age of four years.ò    

Cherry Williams of Llowes, who before retirement 
was District Nursing Sister and Midwife in the local area, 
and Bridget are organising the event together.  Some of her 
old classmates are coming.   Bridget said: ñI am really look-
ing forward to hearing their stories about the time when I 
was there.  It seems so sad that the village school closed 
shortly after I left when there were so many lovely, healthy 
children in the neighbourhood.ò
