IN YOUR GARDEN 

 A gradual shutting down. 
A withdrawal back into the soil, 
ready for the turn of the year. 
What a lovely month November 
can be, with the remnants of 
autumn colours still displaying, 
often looking more vivid than 
ever in the slanting sunlight. 
 Of course, much depends 
on whatever the weather throws 
at us. But even gales can be 
exhilarating in their impersonal 
wildness. And then there are the 
days of calm. The wind has 
dropped, the birds have ceased 
calling, the mowers, strimmers, hedge trimmers, leaf blowers, 
have been stowed away in the shed. Catch one of these days 
at the right time, sit in the garden, listen to the silence. Soak it 
up. Breathe deeplyé 
 Back to reality! Stand back and appraise the winter 
look of the garden. Itôs now that evergreen foliage becomes 
important. Bright yellow leaves can illuminate a corner on a 
dull day. Hollies are wonderfully accommodating plants, and 
there are many vividly variegated varieties. If they are in too 
much year-round shade, the variegation becomes less pro-
nounced, but on the whole they are not fussy, providing the 
soil is well drained. They are mostly unisexual, and female 
varieties need to be able to cross pollinate with a male plant to 
produce berries. In practice, out here, there is plenty of holly 
in the surrounding hedgerows, so this is not a problem. Gold-
en King is a good female(!) variety, but there are others wide-
ly available. 
 Donôt be in too much of a rush to clear or dig. We are 
often urged to cultivate early so that the frost breaks up the 
soil, but in practice rain will stick it back together again! Cov-
ering bare ground with humus if you have any ï manure or 
garden compost ï helps the soil structure, and it can be incor-
porated in early spring. 
 Stake tall sprout or purple sprouting plants if neces-
sary. Check stored fruit and taters for rots. Dig the first pars-
nips (we are often urged to wait for the first heavy frost, but 
Iôm not sure how much difference this makes, besides which, 
I canôt wait!), and marvel at how amazing their flavour is 
compared with those from the supermarket. 
May the moles be with you (not!).

Paige & Conor meeting the new 
arrivals. Then off they go 
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the 1953 one was the worst. Dykes were destroyed in 67 plac-
es and breached in over 400. The Delta Project began in 1958 
when the first storm barrier was erected just east of Rotterdam. 
The engineering demonstrations were impressive illustrating 
the various aspects of the flood protection, from the design to 
the building of the dams, locks, dykes and storm barriers. The 
whole area has been changed to manage water, lakes have 
been created so it is now an area dedicated to environmental as 
well as economic sustainability. Our guide was excellent, de-
scribing all that we could see. Then we boarded our bus which 
took us back to the hotel, over the three mile bridge which was 
part of the development. 
 On Friday we went to Lemmer to look around a herit-
age steam pumping station, another flood prevention system 
this time for pumping water from Friesland into the Zuyder 
Zee the present day IJsselmeer. This helps to protect land re-
claimed from the sea. We were told it takes about 7 years for 
the land to desalinate after reclamation from the sea. In the 
afternoon we went for a boat ride on a canal at Geithorne. The 
canals were dug for the peat and the name Geithorne, which 
means goat horn, was named after all the goat horns that were 
found when digging the peat. This is a community based on 
boats, with many properties only accessible by boat it is now a 
ótourist trapô especially in summer. 
 Saturday we visited Kinderdijk. This was the first time 
we had seen windmills close up. Here at the confluence of the 
Lek and Noord rivers is a world heritage site, with 19 wind-
mills, some dating back to the seventeen hundreds. The wind-

mills were used for 
pumping water from 
the polders (low lying 
land protected by 
dykes), to the canal and 
from the canal to the 
reservoirs on either 
side of the rivers. We 
went into one of the 
windmills and talked to 
the miller who showed 
us how he sets it up in 

order for it to work. He allowed us to try on his clogs but no 
one wanted to take them home! In the afternoon we visited the 
óFloating Farmô in Rotterdam, the idea of which is instead of 
food being shipped into the city it is produced there. We saw a 
dairy herd which is milked in buildings on the river and pro-
duces various products, such as yogurts, buttermilk and 
cheese. They use the native MRI (Meuse-Rhine-Ijssel) breed 
of cow which is well suited to the system. 
 On Sunday we had a day in Rotterdam; this is a huge 
modern city, well known for its architecture, some of which is 
rather unusual.  Then we went to our final water control visit, 
this was the massive Maeslant Storm Surge barrier of side 
moving gates. Built between 1991 and 1997, it protects more 
than a million people in and around Rotterdam from floods. 
We were given a 
guided tour, and 
saw these barriers 
close up. This is 
the biggest mobile 
storm barrier in the 
world, the engi-
neering involved is 
unimaginable. So 
having learned a lot about the management of water, we board-
ed the ferry and returned to the UK. 
 The Netherlands trip was a wonderful experience, a 
country with a large percentage of its land-mass below sea 
level. The polders, with their drains, so that crops can be 
grown, are so different from our sloping local fields where the 
water soon finds its way to a stream. Many countries, includ-
ing our own, have something to learn from their engineering.

WYE VALLEY GRASSLAND TRIP 
 Each year a group of farmers sets off on  an investi-
gative trip to study farming in other places, under the direc-
tion of Richard Price from Trewyrlod. This year the desti-
nation was the Netherlands with an appropriate theme of 
óWaterô. 
 We met the bus at the Groe in Builth Wells, on 
Monday 2nd October. Thirty farmers on a ójollyô! Off we 
went. We had a couple of obligatory stops on the way, for 
coffee and sustenance, before reaching Hull at about 5pm, 
ready to board the ferry, óThe Pride of Rotterdamô. Over-
night in an inside cabin, - one up, one down, maybe not the 
best accommodation but it was still an adventure! 
 Soon we were on our way to have breakfast which 
Richard had booked in Rotterdam. Unfortunately, between 
road works and low bridges, our bus could not get any-
where near. So breakfast was abandoned! Thank goodness 
for a convenient Spar (obviously an international retailer), 
so with our hunger reduced we visited the Royal Delft Mu-
seum. We had a tour of the museum, factory and shop, it 
was fascinating. The factory has been producing Delft Blue 
porcelain since 1653. The museum had so many different 
aspects, incorporating fashions within architecture, interior 
design as well 
as the everyday 
utensils we 
associate with 
porcelain. We 
went through 
the factory 
where the 
porcelain was 
made and 
painted, often 
by hand. It re-
ally was a good 
visit. In the 
afternoon we visited a dairy farm which used all the milk 
produced to make cheeses, some soft and creamy, alongside 
the famous Gouda cheese. Of course the free samples soon 
disappeared. Then on to Fletchers Hotel which was to be 
our base for the week, about 9 km from Utrecht.  
 The next day we spent at Arnhem. First we went to 
the bridge which was the ñBridge too Farò featured in the 
film after the devastating events of operation Market Gar-
den in September 1944. We drove over this historic bridge 
and visited the mu-
seum near the 
bridge dedicated to 
the failed operation 
- Market Garden. 
Then we visited 
Hartenstein Villa, 
which in 1944 was 
the headquarters of 
the British Air-
bourne Division 
during the Battle of 
Arnhem in 1944. 
This museum had been refurbished in 2019/20 and illustrat-
ed the wartime experience very powerfully. We completed 
our day with a visit to Arnhem cemetery, a time for reflec-
tion of the effects of War.   
 The following day we went to see the óDeltaô Pro-
ject. The rivers Rhine, Maas and Scheldt form a delta as 
they enter the North Sea. After the devastating floods that 
the Netherlands suffered in 1953, in which 1835 people 
were drowned, the Government said never again.  The 
flood was caused by a spring tide, in combination with a 
north-westerly storm. Much of the South West was inundat-
ed, with many towns and villages flooded. There have been 
many great floods in the Netherlands over the centuries but

 NEWS FROM WESTMINSTER 
 One consistent theme which has featured time and 
again in my inbox this month has been the tragic events in 
Israel and Palestine, so I will start there. Amid the backdrop 
of such appalling violence and chaos, it was good to partake 
in a moving vigil for peace at St Maryôs Church in Brecon 
and an honour to read a prayer, joining I am sure a great 
many across Brecon and Radnorshire in praying for peace. 
 Back from conference recess we have made progress 
on a number of things in the House in the past weeks, such as 
a draft order of the Criminal Justice Act which will ensure 
that foreign national offenders serving time in UK prisons 
can be more effectively deported. 
 More happily, I was pleased to welcome Cascave Gin 
to Parliament for the amazing Taste of Wales event. Based at 
Glwydcae Newydd Farm at Crai, their gin, with its origins in 
the cave water of Dan yr Ogof, was really thoroughly en-
joyed, and a fantastic example of a forward-thinking family 
diversifying their agricultural business. 
 Back in Brecon and Radnorshire there has continued 
to be the steady beat of shows and most recently I very much 
enjoyed the wonderful vintage tractors on show at the Rhos-
goch YFC Tractor Run on what was a very crisp autumn 
morning. 
 There has been, unfortunately, more disappointing 
news on river water quality, with new analysis showing that 
there have been 52 illegal sewage spills at Brecon and 99 at 
Builth Wells over recent years. I will continue to call for the 
Welsh Government to do as the UK Government is doing 
and crack down on water companies not complying with the 
law. 
 The House is currently prorogued awaiting the Kingôs 
Speech on the 7th November, but before then, my wedding is 
on Saturday! Wish me luck!ô

 NEWS FROM WELSH ASSEMBLY 
 The changes to speed limits have been an emotive top-
ic for many of my constituents.  Some are in favour of the 
20mph limit, others opposed.  I do believe 20mph limits in 
appropriate places like outside of schools, hospitals and other 
heavily built up areas are the right approach.  But I am op-
posed to this default policy across Wales and believe it could 
cause more pollution with vehicles being on the road long-
er.  Ultimately the local people, the local community, know 
best and they should be the ones deciding what speed limit is 
right for their area.  
  We have the issue in Rhosgoch now where the 20mph 
has been removed and the speed limit reverted back to 
40mph.  I have heard from residents who tell me 40mph is too 
fast.  I have written to Powys County Council to query their 
decision.  There was no moving on this, and Cllr Charlton 
said, ñthis cannot now be changed nor would we consider it 
appropriate to do so at this timeò.  
  Welsh Government are currently revising their guid-
ance on setting local speed limits and we will find out more 
about their future plans in the coming months.  In the mean-
time, there will be no changes to existing speed limits and this 
will be frustrating to many of you.  I have had assurances that 
Rhosgoch will be considered ñunder the new guidance when 
it is appropriate to do soò. 
  I stand by my view that the local community knows 
what is best and I will be urging both Powys County Council 
and Welsh Government to give more weight to your views 
and your opinions. 
  Another issue that many people have contacted me 
about is the new Habitat Wales scheme that was announced 
by the Welsh Government. The new scheme is the stop gap 
between the ending of Glastir and the new Sustainable Farm-
ing Scheme. The scheme that was announced by the Govern-
ment has been littered with mistakes and inaccuracies. Also 
the Welsh Government have not yet committed a budget to 
the programme. I would advise people who are contemplating 
entering the scheme that the devil is in the detail and make 
sure you are fully aware of all the potential implications be-
fore signing on the dotted line! 
 Hope to see you all soon over the coming weeks and 
months! 
 Ps Good luck to our darts team; hope the summer suc-
cess rolls into the winter! (they are winning now Iôm not play-
ing anymore!!)

NEWS FROM POWYS COUNTY COUNCIL  
 September and October have been busy with the number 
of meetings I attended, the main decision taken being the ap-
pointment of Ms Emma Palmer as the new Chief Executive for 
the Council. Emma has worked for the Council for over 20 years 
and has held senior roles in the authority for the last 10 years. 
She has lived in Brecon all her life and is committed to the de-
velopment of improved services to the residents of Powys. 
 Work continues with the main issues affecting our local 
areas being: 
20mph Speed Scheme 
 The introduction of the 20 MPH scheme across the au-
thority. I am supporting local residents of Rhosgoch who wish to 
see the council reverse its decision of 40 mph through all the 
village. I would like to thank all of you who signed the petition 
requesting that the speed limit is reduced through the village. 

Car Parking Arrangements 
 Unfortunately, my proposal to reintroduce the up to one 
hour car parking charge to all the designated long stay car parks 
in the county was rejected, but it has resulted in the Council 
commencing a review of its car parking policy and I would be 
grateful if you could let me know your views of the current ar-
rangements and any suggested changes that the authority should 
make.  

Leisure Services Review 
 The review of Leisure Services is nearing its completion 
and I expect that a report on the outcomes and recommendations 
will be taken to the Councilôs Cabinet in the new year. Although 
I am a member of the joint scrutiny group, we are yet to receive 
any details of the conclusions of review.  

County Farms Estate 
 I was very pleased that the Council finally agreed on the 
11th October to rebuild the Farmhouse at Glanyrafon, 
Painscastle, following the very serious fire that occurred in May 
2022 and I hope that Huw, Claire and family will be able to 
move back to their home next summer. 

Broadband Scheme 
 Broadway Partners have now been purchased by a large 
broadband provider but it is still unclear how all the areas 
Broadway were working with in Powys will be affected, but I 
am still hopeful that the planned scheme for Aberedw, Glascwm 
and Painscastle area will be taken forward, although they may 
be subject to some changes. 
  Discussions are being undertaken with the new owners of 
Broadway and with one or more other potential providers but I 
fear whatever option we have for a community broadband pro-
ject may take some time to implement.
