IN YOUR GARDEN 
 September is a good month for listening. Now 
that birdsong has subsided, we can, when we choose to, 
become more aware of the quieter sounds of insects: 
bees, flies, grasshoppers, dragonflies. The breeze in the 
trees and hedgerows is more apparent, and is still sof-
tened in tone by foliage. It can make for a wonderful 
few minutes just sitting, eyes closed if necessary, and 
listeningé  
 At the time of writing, much of the garden is 
looking very tired after a long hot summer with little 
rain. It can be instructive to observe which plants have 
stood up to the dryness, and which have wilted. Roses 
are deep rooted and have, on the whole, thrived. Some 
shrubs and trees have decided itôs time to take on decid-
edly autumnal tints in preparation to shed their leaves. 
Many herbaceous plants are looking somewhat sorry for 
themselves, but like lawn grass will probably pick up 
once the rain comesé  
 It's been a splendid year for fruit, due to the warm 
sunny weather and lack of frosts during pollinating time. 
Berry and currant bushes were weighed down, as are 
plums, apples, and pears. Itôs difficult to judge the best 
time for picking top fruit. Few apple varieties are eatable 
straight from the tree. Discovery (pictured) is one and is 

ready now, but most will benefit from being left until 
later on in the month and then stored until ready. The 
same goes for pears; leave until they part easily from the 
tree and store. (Donôt forget to keep rodents away from 
them!)  
 Keep those runner beans, courgettes and cucum-
bers picked if theyôre still going. If you still have green 
tomatoes by October, most will ripen if left in a bowl on 
the window ledge; no need to make green tomato chut-
ney, unless you really like it! Actually, fried green toma-
toes are an American deep south speciality (Fried Green 
Tomatoes at the Whistle Stop Caf® is a lovely film), and 
itôs worth looking up the recipe. May the rain be with 
you (!).
